TARGETS:

Targets will be N.S.R.A. 1989 series

TARGET CLIPS:

Target clips are not provided at range. Competitors must provide at least 12 bulldog-type clips for securing your targets and the backers to the frames.

AMMUNITION:

Limited quantities of ammunition may be on sale.

SQUADDING:

All details will be of 20 minutes duration with a further 10 minutes for target changing and for preparation of your equipment. Please note that shooting will commence at the time stated for each detail and you MUST be ready to go on to the firing point at least five minutes before this time.  Your first squad preference will normally be honoured.  You will only be notified if that choice is unavailable, when an alternative will be offered.
RESULTS:

There will be no special provision for left-handed shooters. You are reminded that the bays are marked.

You are asked to keep within those bays and not to encroach onto your neighbours firing point.
